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| represent a group of Victorian SES Road Rescue volunteers who have created an event aptly named “Ride Beyond
the Trauma” (visit www.facebook.com/ridebeyondthetrauma ) and | guess you are wondering why | am contacting you
and what is this all about? Simply, the reason for this letter is to request the endorsement and assistance by your club
about what we are trying to achieve and to get as many of your members to join us for the ride off.

"Why Ride beyond the Trauma".

As a volunteer State Emergency Service accredited Road Rescuer | have attended approx. 350 rescues in the past
couple of years but recently have felt that the efforts | make (and those of my fellow active members) was making feel
like I just didn't make a difference to what is happening on the roads and | want to do more or could | do more.

The event that really changed my perspective on what | do as an RCR member was a ‘possible persons trapped'
*(technical term) on mother’s day this year whereby the occupant (a 19 yr old female) was announced deceased at the
scene. Although by 'other' standards this was not one of the more difficult or bloody accidents | have attended, it was
the fact that the victim’s family (especially her mother) Mother’s Day celebrations would never be the same again (the
accident happened 500m from her home)

On the 9th of October this year, 5 of us Rescue volunteers are giving up our annual leave and time with our families to
travel 5,000 kims across 3 states to raise awareness about Road Safety. Nothing new to this you may think, but
actually, this is the first time that the people who ‘CUT YOU OUT OF THE CARS’ are taking to the road to raise
awareness.

We are NOT police
We are NOT ambo’s

We are ordinary people who have the grim task of either doing two things at a road rescue — either we FREE you or
REMOVE you and trust me, lately we are “removing” too many deceased young people from their cars.



It's about - The Silent Victims -

The five of us are determined to not only promote road safety with a view to lowering the road toll but also raise
awareness & money for road trauma survivors who suffer serious injury and the families left behind of those who pass
away. On our Facebook page (www.facebook.com/ridebeyondthetrauma) we have re-edited a number of video’s from
around the world that highlight the need for people to stop and think which will be released continually before we leave.

Our message is simple — Think for 6 sec’s

Can 5 people really make a difference? —

We know that 5 people may not seem like we can make a difference but in the 4 short weeks of deciding to do this
event we have received tremendous support not only locally, but also nationally and internationally. Our Facebook page
has over 23,000 visits per week and with a planned ‘ride off’ from Lakeside in Pakenham on the 9th of October,
interstate supporters are arranging to have their own rides which will coincide with our ride off. From Darwin to Perth,
from Sydney to Brisbane we will have support for the ride by others who have expressed an interest in road safety; so
we now think, 5 individuals can make a difference.

Why Pakenham to Toowoomba?

You may be thinking “why Pakenham to Toowoomba” and the answer is simple — both areas this year were affected by
massive floods and both areas are affected by road trauma — we feel the similarities between the two regions are
reflected in the common bond of the community to support each other in the time of need.

The Actual Event — STREET PARTY and RIDE OFF - commencing at 8am with the Ride off at 10:30am Lakeside
Pakenham (Melway reference 215- H5)

Our aim is to get as many motorbike riders to join us for a ride leaving on Sunday the 9th October 2011. The Street
Party opens at 8.am and we have Hot Rods on display and looking to create a ‘Show & Shine” with the ride leaving @
10:30am under Police Escort to ride with us to Gembrook. Once at Gembrook, we plan to have another BBQ and fund
raising event after which your readers will have the opportunity to ‘create their own ride’ around the Dandenong’s or
continue to ride with us as we head off on our way to Toowoomba. The event is being filmed and made into a
documentary so it will be a great to have some of your riders featured at the event?

Timing of the ride — 9th October 2011

We have set the date of the ride to coincide with the Australian MotoGP Week which annually attracts thousands of
visitors from interstate to the event and we know along the way we will have the chance to meet and pass on our
message to other travellers. Along the journey we will be approaching other motorcyclists, travellers and truck drivers to
talk to them about the ‘Silent Victims’ and seeking support from local business and the public for donations which will be
forwarded to Road Trauma support groups and the flood relief fund.

To further raise awareness of our journey and cause, local print media, major radio stations both in Melbourne and
those throughout our journey have committed to running continual stories and up-dates on the planning and support we
are receiving.

I know that | am a stranger to you and your club and why should you help us, (that is something | do each week; help
strangers) so you may wish to visit our Facebook page (www.facebook.com/ridebeyondthetrauma ) for more information
so you make the right decision.
